Area B: Route 59 and Kelsey Road

The commeicial site known as the Market Place at Lake Barington
Shores is the only other in-town shopping opportunity other than Route
14 and the establishments along Pepper Road. This site is at the
northern tip of Lake Barrington Shores at the intersection ot Kelsey Road
and Route 59. This area should be developed as a neighborhood retail
center, detined as a commercial area principally intended to provide
products and services to meet the daily living needs of residents within a
resiclential area. While it may include some community-level shopping,
the area is generally small in scale and oriented to serve households in
the immediate area.

The Market Place at Route 59 & Kelsey
Road serves as a community commercial
center.

Goal

Expand the current commercial node to function as a neighborhood
commercial center.

Objectives

Increase the retail development of the Route 59 and Kelsey Road
corridor.

¥ Policy / Action: Provide incentives to attract, retain and
expand businesses

¥ Policy / Action: Implement design and landscaping
standards.

¥ Policy / Action: Implement the improvements and
recommendations similar to that as illustrated on Figure 8.

Policy / Action: Provide tor additional retail signage.

Policy / Action: Use the same design elements (lighting,
building materials, etc) as recommended for the Business
Center.

¥ Policy / Action: Develop a briet Village protile to use to
attract additional commercial /retail/service uses.

Improve the tenant mix and reduce vacancies.

¥ Policy / Action: Target uses such as a coffee shop/café,
small medical/ protessional oftices, gitt shops, and other
community service businesses.

¥ Policy / Action: Provide technical assistance, information
and cooperation to owners, developers, and builders.

Create highly visible and inviting points of entry and exit to and from
the Village.

¥ Policy / Action: Acquire property rights/easements and
install gateway and way4inding signage.
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
